Surrey Langley SkyTrain construction is
underway. Activities include utility relocations
and installation of new utilities to power the
future SkyTrain.

Work is continuing in this area. As work
progresses, the traffic pattern changes on
Fraser Highway from 200 Street to 201A
Street will be adjusted:

e February 16 to 27, 2026: no left turns
from eastbound and westbound Fraser
Highway onto 201A.

e March 2 to 13, 2026: no right turns
from southbound 201A Street to
westbound Fraser Highway. The
centre two-way left turn lane on
Fraser Highway will be unavailable
during this work.

e Business access will be maintained
with right turns in and out of
driveways.

e Asingle traffic lane will be maintained
on Fraser Highway and on 201A
Street in both directions.

e Existing pedestrian and cycling access
will be maintained.
